Must maintain a grade point average of 3.5 on a 4.0 or equivalent scale accumulative and/or during senior year in high
school. Must submit school transcript.

Must have plans to continue education at a university or junior college.

Must include two letters of recommendation from a coach, clergy, teacher, or YMCA staff person. Letters must reflect the
athlete’s display of the YMCA character traits of caring, honesty, respect, and responsibility. Letters must be no longer
than one page.

Must present a one page letter reflecting upon what the athlete’s participation in the YMCA gymnastics program has
meant to them.

Must compete at National YMCA Gymnastics Championships in their senior year and must be present to accept the
award. Special medical exemptions for injured gymnasts will be considered by the selection committee.
